Since Saturn is going retrograde just two days before the new Moon in Capricorn, which
is ruled by Saturn, we can expect some of the NEW Moon energy to be blended with
themes of bringing back some OLD aspects of the past to enhance balance in the
Capricorn areas of our lives.
